ABBAYE DES VAUX-DE-CERNAY, PAR CORDELIA
DE CASTELLANE (FRANCE)

Cette abbaye du Xll¢ siecle a lallure ecossaise, ancienne
propriete des Rothschild, ressuscitait en octobre dernier grace
a Laurent de Gourcuff et sa compagnie hoteliere Paris Society.
Au deécor, Cordelia de Castellane, qui depoussiera recemment
Maxim's, imagine une maison de campagne geante dans
le style franco-anglais, et joue, dans les salons, avec des imprimes
fleuris, tartans et leopards, entre compilations de portraits de
famille et collections d'objets chines. Dans les etages, suites
et chambres sont taillees retro et couture. Sous une croisee
d'ogives spectaculaire, le Refectoire des Moines accueille
les convives pour un banquet romain gargantuesque. Et l'ancien
haras compte méme une salle de jeux darcade, un cinema,
un karaoke et un spa avec piscine.

ABBAYE DES VAUX-DE-CERNAY,
BY CORDELIA DE CASTELLANE (FRANCE) V ) ance: .

This 12th-century Scottish-inspired abbey, formerly owned by the 3 r'iﬁfg:i:ﬁsﬁque
Rothschild family, was restored last October by the hospitality ; i i le Baby Dior, sublime
group Paris Society and its founder, Laurent de Gourcuff. Cordelia i cau.
de Castellane, who recently renovated the restaurant Maxim's
in the French capital, was tasked with the decor; she has brought
to life her vision of a giant country house marrying French and
English style, playing with floral, tartan and leopard prints in the
lounges, which she adorned with collections of family portraits and
antiques. Upstairs, the rooms and suites have been designed with
sophistication and retro charm in mind. The Refectoire des Moines
[Monks' Refectoryl invites guests to indulge in sumptuous Roman
feasts beneath a spectacular rib-vaulted ceiling. The former stud
farm even has its own arcade game room, a cinema, Raraoke
and a spa complete with a pool.
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VILLA-DES-PRES PAR BRUNO BORRIONE (PARIS, FRANCE)

Llemplacement est idéal pour ce nouveau cing-étoiles : rue de
Buci, au coeur de Saint-Germain-des-Pres. Aux bonnes manieres
de la maison vient sadjoindre le luxe masculin et contemporain
de Bruno Borrione, ex-disciple de Philippe Starck, qui, de sa patte
elegante, a fagonne tout lhotel. Au bar, place a une ambiance club
en 50 nuances de brun. Les 34 chambres et suites dévoilent un
style soigne et signe (Cassina, Poltrona et Pantone), associe a une
collection de tableaux choisis par la galeriste Ameélie du Chalard.
Ici regne lart du detail : poignées Art déco, bar a cocktails, cafetiere
qui brille, chevet en ébene de Macassar, ligne Diptyque pour la
salle de bains et bouquet de fleurs pour parfumer latmospheére.
Sous la terre, enfin, une surprise : un couloir de nage de 13 metres
et un sauna pour se relaxer.

VILLA-DES-PRES, BY BRUNO BORRIONE (PARIS, FRANCE)

Rue de Buci, in the heart of the Saint-Germain-des-Pres district, is the
perfect location for this brand-new five-star hotel. The property. which
was already steeped in timeless elegance, has now been renovated
in the luxuriously modern and masculine style of Bruno Borrione, a
former student of Philippe Starck, who designed the entire hotel with
his signature sophisticated touch. The bar, furnished in 50 different
shades of brown, simply oozes club spirit. Meanwhile, the 34 rooms
and suites reveal a pristine sense of style with exclusive designer
touches (Cassina, Poltrona, Pantone), paired with a collection of tables
selected by gallery owner Amelie du Chalard. The phrase ‘the art is
in the detail” has never been more apt here: finishing touches include
Art Deco handles, a cocktail bar, a shiny cafetiere, Macassar ebony
bedside tables, Diptyque toiletries and a bouquet of flowers to fill
every room with a sweet scent. Finally, on the bottom floor, a surprise
awaits: a 13 m long lap pool and a sauna for endless relaxation.

HOTEL LA PEROUSE, PAR FRIEDMANN & VERSACE
(NICE, FRANCE)

Avec [Hotel Amour et louverture attendue de [Hétel du Couvent
sous la houlette du duo Festen, [hoétellerie nicoise a le vent en
poupe. Dernier exemple avec cet hotel des années 1930, phare
de la promenade des Anglais, a la vue mer sensationnelle,
repense de la téte aux pieds par le tandem Friedmann & Versace.
Ambiance mediterranéenne a laffiche avec défile de coquillages
et de céramiques a tous les étages, mix de matieres naturelles,
de paille, de rotin et de bois en hommage a lartisanat local,
tapisseries florales en tétes de lit, et rayures jaunes chicissimes
pour habiller fenétres et canapés. Une partition solaire souhaitée
par le duo darchitectes francaises qui se décline dans le patio pare
de citronniers et se prolonge jusqua la piscine accrochée a son
beau rocher.

HOTEL LA PEROUSE, BY FRIEDMANN & VERSACE (NICE, FRANCE)
With the recent addition of the Hoétel Amour and the upcoming
opening of the Hotel du Couvent, overseen by the design duo Festen,
Nice's hotel scene is well and truly thriving. The latest hit is this 1930s
hotel, the shining star of the iconic Promenade des Anglais, which
offers sensational sea views and has been redesigned from top to
toe by the Paris-based pair Friedmann & Versace. Mediterranean
vibes take centre stage here, with an array of seashells and ceramics
adding a breath of fresh air to every floor. Meanwhile, a mix of
natural materials, namely straw, rattan and wood, pay tribute to
local craftsmanship, headboards are adorned with floral tapestries,
and ultra-chic, yellow-striped sofas and curtains give the rooms
a stylish touch. This sunny contrast, a careful design choice by the
French architectural duo, features outside too, in the form of a lemon-
tree-shaded courtyard, and extends all the way to the pool with its
charming rocky border.
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PROPER HOTEL, PAR KELLY WEARSTLER
(AUSTIN, ETATS-UNIS)

Kelly Wearstler, la decoratrice la plus en vogue dAmeérique,
a accompli, avec le Proper Austin, au Texas, lun de ses plus
beaux ouvrages. Sous une immense architecture de verre,
lhotel, troisieme du genre apres Santa Monica et San Francisco
(Downtown LA a ensuite ouvert en 2020), resume a lui seul le style
de la Californienne. Autour dun lobby monumental, un escalier
graphique en bois de chéne cache une collection de vases de tous
ages et de toutes formes. Au restaurant Peacock, des centaines
de céramiques colorées et dépareillées tapissent les murs, et
des tapis persans couvrent le sol.

PROPER HOTEL, BY KELLY WEARSTLER (AUSTIN, UNITED STATES)

Kelly Wearstler, America’s hottest interior designer, has outdone herself
with the Austin Proper Hotel in Texas - one of her most stunning
projects to date. Housed inside an immense glass structure, the
hotel - the third of its kind after Santa Monica and San Francisco (the
fourth, Downtown LA, opened in 2020) - perfectly encapsulates the
Californian creative's signature style. Throughout the expansive lobby,
a graphic oak staircase subtly shows off a collection of vases - from
the very oldest to the ultra-contemporary - in almost every shape
imaginable. At The Peacock restaurant, hundreds of mismatching
coloured ceramics adorn the walls, while Persian rugs add interest
to the floors. With plants as far as the eye can see, the leafy ground-
floor lounge has unmistakable botanical-garden vibes. Boasting a
retro seventies feel, which is at once opulent and sexy, the new bar,
The Quill, combines armchairs and vintage sofas, outlandish lamps
and sculptural ceramics, and paintings and other pieces by talented,
up-and-coming artists. Evenings call for live music around the 1975
Edelweiss piano, with its entirely transparent finish that showcases
the instruments intricate mechanisms, while cocktails and glasses of
